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Black Light Photography

The visible light spectrum is a tiny part of 

the full range of electromagnetic radiation.  

It shares some of the characteristics of all 

electromagnetic energy but each segment 

has itõs own unique qualities.  We are famil-

iar with the power system which operates 

at 60 cycles per second or 60 hertz.  Then 

there is AM radio at 1000 kilohertz and 

television at 100 megahertz.  We know of 

the different properties of X-rays and ra-

dar. 

Visible light is 500,000 megahertz.  It is nor-

mally expressed in wavelength and ranges 

from 400 to 700 nanometers.  Photogra-

phers have much experience with visible 

light.  It does not pass through opaque ma-

terial and is reflected from shiny things.  

The colors go from blue to red.  There is 

another light just above 700 nanometers 

called infra-red.  It is not visible to the eye 

but some film and digital sensors are sensi-

tive to it.  Infra-red is heat.  A camera can 

take a picture in total darkness if some ob-

jects are emitting heat energy in the infra-

red range.  Infra-red can also penetrate fog 

and smoke. 

For today we will discuss black light.  This is 

in the ultra-violet range below 400 nano-

meters.  Black light is not visible but its ef-

fects can be.  Some material is fluorescent.  

When illuminated with black light the at-

oms absorb energy and are raised to an 

excited state.  As the atoms return to their 

normal state they fluoresce and give off 

light in the visible spectrum  The results can 

be spectacular.  Instead of lighting a subject

with visible light which is reflected back as 

various colors, the subject itself becomes 

the light source.  In a darkened room the 

black light is not seen but the subjects 

glow in the dark.  The black light bulb 

emits some visible light through its dark 

blue glass. 

For black light photography a light source 

is needed.  Pictured is an 18 inch fluores-

cent black light tube.  It is mounted in a 

fixture used for under cabinet lighting.  

The bulb pictured is an F15T8-BLB avail-

able at Light Bulb Supply for $23.50.  Fix-

tures can be found at building supply

stores for $10 to $20.  Light Bulb Supply 

also has incandescent 75W bulbs for $2.98 

or compact fluorescent bulbs for $14.95. 

Many things such as laundry detergent 

boxes and other household items fluo-

resce.  Search with a black light in the dark 

and watch for the glow.  Art supply houses 

have fluorescent card stock and also fluo-

rescent paint.  Interesting table tops can 

be created with found objects or by paint-

ing balls, beads and  toys with fluorescent 

paint.  Pictured are cards photographed 

under visible and black light. 

Setups should be arranged to minimize 

visible light.   Turn off the room lights, use 

black backgrounds and for best results use 

a UV filter to block the black light from 

the camera.  A tripod is essential with long 

exposure times.  

A nice variation is a Mylar background.  

Mylar is highly reflective and can create 

interesting reflected distortions.  Mylar can 

also be fun with normal visible light. 

I would loan my lights if you want to ex-

periment.
